039-24/04	Radio-Canada Tower – request extension
WHEREAS	the Municipalities of Chichester, L’Isle-aux-Allumettes, Sheenboro currently rent space on the Radio-Canada tower located on the Three Hills Road in Chichester for their radio communications antenna and repeater;
WHEREAS	this radio communications system is utilized by the three municipalities for their Fire Department, their Public Works departments as well as the primary communications system during Public Emergencies;
WHEREAS	Radio-Canada has notified the Municipalities of their intention to demolish the current tower on or before September 2024, with no plans to reconstruct as initially planned;
WHEREAS	without this tower and the current radio-communication system, the Municipalities will be without their primary means of communication throughout their territories;
WHEREAS	given the lack of reliable cell phone service, the municipalities do not have a secondary form of communication available throughout their territory;
WHEREAS	other options for current towers (ie: Ontario, MRC Pontiac, etc.) do not provide significant coverage to cover the territories;
WHEREAS	the Municipalities would consider options to repair, refurbish, reconstruct the existing tower, or build a new tower, at the present location;
WHEREAS 	the Municipalities require time and resources to explore the possible options;

THEREFORE, it is moved by Councillor Louis Schryer that the Municipality of Chichester will make a formal request to Radio-Canada for the following:
· An extension of the deadline for demolition of the existing tower, in order to fully explore the options available to them;
· Any technical information (ie: engineering, specifications, etc.) of the existing tower and its condition, for the Municipality to consider during their options analyses;
· Any affordable alternative options that they be able to offer to the Municipality, in the case of a temporary solution;

AND, that this resolution be forwarded and sent to the MRC Pontiac, Warden Jane Toller and MNA André Fortin, the Minister of Public Security, MP Sophie Chatel, for their support.
