103-25/07		Safety issues – Radio Tower
WHEREAS 	the Radio-Canada communications tower, located within the territory of the Municipality of Chichetser, our nighboring community, is an approximately 300-foot structure that was historically equipped with flashing safety lights to ensure visibility to aircraft;
WHEREAS 	the region experiences regular air traffic due to recreational aviation, seasonal tourism, and its proximity to Canadian Forces Base (CFB) Petawawa;
WHEREAS 	the tower is situated in a rural area with limited artificial lighting and where visibility can be significantly reduced during evening and night-time hours, as well as in inclement weather conditions;
WHEREAS 	the removal or deactivation of these safety lights by Radio-Canada raises serious concerns regarding public safety, particularly for local pilots, emergency air services, and military aircraft operations;
WHEREAS 	municipal council believes that this change was made without sufficient consultation with local authorities or consideration of regional safety impacts;
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Council of the Municipality of L’Isle-aux-Allumettes formally expresses its concern regarding the removal of the flashing safety lights from the Radio-Canada tower;
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Council calls upon Radio-Canada, as well as federal aviation authorities including Transport Canada, to immediately re-evaluate the decision and to consider reinstating the safety lighting in the interest of public and aviation safety;
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT a copy of this resolution be sent to:
